Stipulation- A fact agreed upon by all sides.

Each side has witnesses. 

Direct Examination-Friendly, open ended questions from 

The lawyer on your side. 

Objection- Object to the other side’s procedure.

Sustained objection- is when the Judge agrees with the objection.

Overruled objection- to ignore the objection.

Cross-examination- Hostile, possibly leading questions of the other side’s witnesses. Don’t be rude. You can ask yes or no.
