Mr. Miller

1. Obey Mr. Miller the first time. You do not have 5 minutes to comply.

2. Just as you will not be able to criticize your boss when you have a job, you are not allowed to criticize Mr. Miller.  Please remember this as the class loosens up over time. There will always be a line, do not cross it.

3. Since one of the main goals of this subject is the understanding of proper behavior, profanity or any other inappropriate conduct will significantly affect your grade.

4. If a cell phone is seen or heard it will be taken up. No excuses, no warnings. If a phone rings, class will be held past the bell until it is turned in. Cell phones WILL BE TAKEN UP if a student tries to manipulate even if it is in a purse or backpack. Failure to surrender a cell phone will increase the penalty. No headphones will be allowed out ever under any circumstances.

5. A student is tardy unless they are in the room when the bell rings. Students who are not in their seats when the bell rings repeatedly will be given a discipline referral. 

6. When Mr. Miller, or any student, is speaking to the class, other students must be quiet and paying attention.

7. Students are not allowed to ask to use the restroom when ANYONE is speaking to the class.

8. Bring paper and pen to class EVERY DAY. Borrowing is not allowed and will affect your daily grade.

9. Mr. Miller reserves the right to send students on a referral without a warning. If a student is given a warning, they will only receive one.

10. Students do not have the right to refuse to give speeches.

11. All opinions will be respected if not agreed with. Respect for adults shall be given at all times. Respect for other students will be given at all times.

12. The door at the front of the room is for leaving only and is always locked. Do not attempt to enter through that door. 

13. Practical jokes are not allowed against any person at any time.

14. Mr. Miller is old and feeble. He will need considerable time to get to know your names. Students are not allowed to become upset by this.
