Course Description:
The course is intended for students who wish to complete studies in secondary school that also apply as two college introductory semesters in U.S. history.   The dual-credit course in United States history is designed to provide students with the analytic skills and factual knowledge necessary to deal critically with the problems and materials in United States history.  The course will explore the economic, cultural and intellectual, social, political-constitutional, and diplomatic history of our nation from the pre-colonial days to the present-day.  This is primarily a lecture course supplemented by audio-visual presentations and class discussions.  

Course Goals:
The dual-enrollment US History class at BHHS is aimed at preparing students for a university experience with guided instruction in note-taking and text study.  Students will gradually be expected to retain larger amounts of material.  General course objectives include 1) to understand the general political, economic, and social developments of the nation’s past, 2) to develop writing and listening skills, 3) to give consideration to the interpretation and utility of history, 4) to formulate well-argued assessments of events and documents, and 5) to form a critical view of the American past.  

History Department Goals:
The Lee College history faculty requires that all students receiving a passing grade for a history course must: 1) demonstrate mastery of 60% of the content of history courses on tests and examinations, 2) demonstrate the ability to evaluate and synthesize historical material and to form credible judgments and conclusions regarding the same in the completion of course requirements, 3) demonstrate the ability to evaluate in writing historical materials through book review, journal, or research paper assignments with a minimum of 1,000 words.
Special Note:

Work turned in one day late will be subject to a thirty point deduction.  No work will be accepted after that.

Methods of Evaluation:

Unit Exams

There will be a total of nine unit tests (four for 1301 and five for 1302) that cover from three to five chapters in America and outside readings, when applicable.  Each exam will consist of objective questions (multiple choice, true or false, and matching) from the texts and essay questions from the lectures.  These unit exams will count as 60% of your grade.  






Chapter Quizzes

Periodically, open-note chapter quizzes will be given.  Students may use only their handwritten notes made from America to answer these eleven-item quizzes.  A 100 score may be given for ten correct answers.  These quizzes constitute 40% of your grade.






Miscellaneous

An opportunity will be offered for students to obtain quiz grades for internet projects or class presentations.  Extra credit will be offered for outside reading or assigned projects.
Assignments and/or tests may be given for the high school portion of the course after the Lee College grades are submitted.






Research Paper

There will be a research project assigned for each semester.  These will be biographical studies and will count as two unit exam grades.

Extra Credit 

There will be a maximum of three extra points offered which may be obtained by reading from a list of selected historical books or a book approved by me.

Receiving Grades:
Grades will no longer be mailed to Lee College students.  Students will input their identifications #s into the LC website for notification of grades.

Supplies:
Students will need a 1 ½ to 2 -inch three-ring binder for use in class filled with paper for taking notes and storing handouts and outside readings.
